Trip Itinerary
“The Classic - Lake Laberge to Dawson City”

Day 1: Arrive in Whitehorse
Welcome to Whitehorse! Your guide will meet you at the airport and transfer you to your downtown hotel. 
In the afternoon there will be time for an orientation, gear check, and a chance to pick up any last-minute 
supplies. 
(Overnight accommodation in Whitehorse)

Day 2 - 8: Whitehorse / Yukon River
Our expedition begins at the Takhini Bridge on the outskirts of Whitehorse. This first day of paddling brings 
us to 50km-long Lake Laberge, with excellent opportunities for fishing northern pike. Over the next two 
days we will paddle along the rocky eastern shore, camping near scenic promontories. The river picks 
up again through the narrow banks and clear water of the “Thirty Mile” section, designated a Canadian 
Heritage River, taking us to the former trading post of Hootalinqua at the confluence with the Teslin River. 
This is a great section of the river to fish for arctic grayling. We’ll paddle on past the confluences with the 
Big Salmon and Little Salmon River, past towering cut banks, bright fields of fireweed, and miles of wild 
black spruce forest to the town of Carmacks. 
(Overnight accommodation at wilderness campsites)

Day 8: Carmacks 
Carmacks is a modern community with all amenities, and the last time our route will contact the highway 
before reaching Dawson City. This rest day is a chance to shop for any forgotten or lost items, grab a hot 
shower, and do laundry. 
(Overnight accommodation in Carmacks)

Day 9 - 17: Yukon River
Our first day out of Carmacks brings us through the Five Finger and Rink Rapids. These are the only real 
rapids on the river, and with the help of your guide you’ll have little trouble navigating the standing waves. 
High bluffs begin to dominate the scenery beyond as we enter the even quieter, less-travelled northern 
portion of the river. One highlight of this portion is Fort Selkirk. This former trading post is the oldest in the 
Territory, and is now a retreat and wilderness camp for citizens of the Selkirk First Nation. With its carefully 
maintained and restored historic buildings, this quiet village is as close as you can come to paddling back 
in time.
(Overnight accommodation at wilderness campsites)

Day 17: Arrival in Dawson City
After more than two weeks on the river, we arrive in the colourful boomtown of Dawson City. The city 
grew up almost overnight during the Klondike Gold Rush, becoming the largest city west of Winnipeg and 
north of Seattle. A National Historic Site, many of the false-fronted buildings and historic homes have been 
restored, so that the town holds on to its turn-of-the-century flavour. During the long days of subarctic 
summer, Dawson is alive with festivals, live music, and contemporary art. We will spend two nights in a 
downtown hotel, giving you time to explore the town and surrounding historic sites. 
(Overnight accommodation in Dawson City)

Day 18: Dawson City
We have a full day to experience Dawson City today. Included in the program is a visit to Gold Bottom Mine. 
A tour of this working placer mine will introduce you to the history of Dawson’s famous gold fields, and 
show you how today’s family-run mines continue to search for the precious metal. You’ll have a chance 
to try your hand at panning your own pay-dirt, too. We may also pay a visit to Bonanza Creek, site of the 
great gold strike and home of restored Dredge #4.

Day 1: Arrival Whitehorse
Welcome to Yukon! A Ruby Range representative will meet you immediately on arrival, and drive rough-
ly two hours up the Klondike Highway to Carmacks. Here you’ll meet your guide and the rest of your 
group, some of whom have already paddled the first portion of the river from Whitehorse. We’ll review the
itinerary, safety, and everyone’s responsibilities for the next thirteen days.

Day 2 - 10: Yukon River Canoe Tour
Our campground is located right beside the Yukon River. We’ll break camp and get an early start this mor-
ning, and go through a crash course in paddling a Canadian canoe. Pay attention, because the Five Finger 
Rapids are not far from the put-in. These are the only real rapids on the river, and easily managed. With 
the help of your guide you’ll have little trouble navigating the standing waves. 

As we travel on, soaring cutbanks and high bluffs dominate the scenery. After three days on the river, Fort 
Selkirk is a major highlight. If time allows, the group may spend an extra day in this preserved trading 
post. The site is still actively used by hunters and trappers of the Selkirk First Nation, who are friendly and 
fascinating hosts. With its carefully maintained and restored historic buildings, this quiet village is as close 
as you can come to paddling back in time. 

The camping beyond is usually on gravel bars with sweeping views of the broad river valley. Bears, moose, 
and eagles are common. Several spots offer the chance to hike up to viewpoints at the confluences of ma-
jor creeks, and cabins and mining relics appear more frequently as we descend into gold bearing creeks 
and tributary rivers, ending ultimately at Dawson City at the confluence of the Klondike River.

After more than a week on the river, we arrive in the colourful boomtown of Dawson City. The city grew up 
almost overnight during the Klondike Gold Rush, becoming the largest city west of Winnipeg and north of 
Seattle.

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Day 3-9: Yukon River Canoe Tour
Fort Selkirk lies about a day’s paddle ahead. The oldest European settlement in the Yukon, Fort Selkirk was 
established as a fur trading post by Robert Campbell of the Hudson Bay Company in 1848. Today, what 
remains of the town is a Yukon Territorial Historic Site, and is home to a few summer residents from the 
local Selkirk First Nation. We’ll plan to spend at least an evening here here, enjoying the hospitality of Fort 
Selkirk’s present-day caretakers. 
Beyond, the river is quiet and characterized by high bluffs and large tributaries, including the Stewart and 
White River, which join the river at stunning viewpoints. Most of the camping will be on gravel bars and 
sandy islands, with a few visits to old cabins and historic sites.
(Overnight accommodation in wilderness campsites)

Day 9: Dawson City
We will arrive in Dawson City on Day 9. Located at the confluence of the Yukon and Klondike Rivers, this 
lovingly preserved and brightly painted frontier town is alive with live music, contemporary art, and quirky 
northern fun. Dawson City is the ideal end point for a river journey.

The Beaver River is a hidden gem in the Yukon’s remote northeastern corner. It is a true wil-
derness river: a place of deep quiet, clear water, abundant fish and wildlife, and views of the 
rugged Nadaleen Range. This tour is a genuine canoe expedition, requiring a variety of canoe 
techniques that will keep things interesting — yet nowhere does the river demand advanced 
whitewater skills, making it perfect for adventurous beginners or intermediate paddlers. We’ll 
navigate a chain of lakes and narrow creeks, negotiate fast water and tight bends, portage 
short distances, float wide sections of easy river, and even have the chance to run a few short 
rapids. A relatively short float plane charter from the village of Mayo keeps costs low.

For a complete experience of Yukon’s remote and stunning northern mountains, we recom-
mend combining this trip with our trekking tour into the nearby Tombstone Ranges, at the 
headwaters of the Beaver River

Day 1: Arrival Whitehorse
Welcome to Yukon! Your guide will meet you at the Whitehorse airport and provide a transfer to your hotel. 
There will be time in the afternoon to discover the town and do some last-minute shopping, if necessary. 
In the evening, we’ll convene with the group to discuss the itinerary. 
(Overnight accommodation in Whitehorse)

Day 2: Whitehorse – Mayo
From Whitehorse, a Ruby Range van will take us 400km north along the Klondike Highway to the small 
village of Mayo. This is one of Yukon’s oldest communities and the “heart of the Yukon”— a genuinely 
northern town where hunting and trapping are still part of daily life. In the afternoon we’ll take a chartered 
float plane with all of our gear to Clarke Lakes, where we will set up camp for the evening and enjoy our 
first campfire deep in the Yukon bush. 
(Overnight accommodation in wilderness campsite)

Day 3 - 6: Beaver River / Clarke Lakes
We’ll begin our trip by paddling down a chain of small lakes and connecting creeks toward the Beaver 
River itself. This is a wild and exploratory part of the river, where branching channels and occasional fallen 
trees require some navigating. This is also a great place to see moose and other wildlife, with pleasant 
camping on lake shores. Once we reach the Beaver River, the stream widens out into a true river. The wa-
ter is fast here and requires some skillful paddling to avoid obstacles—all easily manageable, but enough 
to keep things interesting. We’re now in a broad mountain valley, with excellent fishing. 
(Overnight accommodation in wilderness campsites)

Day 7 - 13: Stewart River
By about Day 7 we will join the Stewart River. The upper reaches of this river, where we will meet it, are fast 
flowing and rarely travelled. The river is wide enough to comfortably float and enjoy the high mountains 
that dominate the scenery. Our course is dotted with remote trapper’s cabins, a wilderness homestead, 
and traditional camps of Northern Tutchone hunters. A set of rapids and falls separates the upper and 
lower Stewart River. We will encounter these late in the trip, and the sound of the rushing water gives us 
plenty of time eddy out at a portage trail. The trail gives a good chance to look over the upper rapids and 
an easy route to carry our gear past this technical section. For skilled paddlers, this class 2-3 stretch of 
whitewater is a great piece of river to run. Shortly below, we’ll reach Fraser Falls, which we will portage 
(carry) our gear and boats around.

Day 14: Stewart River / Mayo
A last short stretch on the lower Stewart River brings us back to the town of Mayo, where a van will be 
waiting to take us to Whitehorse for a much deserved shower and a night on the town. For those conti-
nuing on to our recommended connecting program, Explore Remote Valleys, Ruby Range will provide a 
transfer to Dawson City.

For the intermediate canoeist, The Big Salmon is a magic combination: a truly wild and scenic 
Yukon river that is accessible to paddlers. The Big Salmon is remote, seeing only a handful of 
paddlers each year. It’s winding, narrow, and offers a some exciting wave trains and eddies to 
play on, but the difficulties can be avoided and are also suitable for beginners, however basics 
of paddling should be necessarily present. 

Like much of Yukon, the river has its gold rush history, but today it remains in a pristine         
natural state, teeming populations of moose, Dall sheep, bears and beaver. The water is clear 
and cold. For the fisherman, this is an ideal chance to catch trout, grayling, pike and, if we’re 
lucky, migrating salmon in the fall.

The tour finishes on the Yukon River at the town of Carmacks, where a shuttle will be waiting 
for the return to Whitehorse. This is one of our favourite tours, highly recommended for travel-
lers who want to step off the beaten track.

This gravel road is all that remains of a 450 kilometre pipeline built by the American military to 
supply the war effort with crude oil from the Northwest Territories. It was abandoned within months of 
completion, leaving only a few overgrown relics of war-era machinery and a route into some of the most 
remote regions of the territory. We’ll arrive with enough time to practice canoe strokes on Quiet Lake, 
which is the beginning of the Big Salmon River. 
If time allows, we will paddle to a campsite further along the lake, or stay in the territorial campground at 
our put-in. (Overnight: Quiet Lake Campground)

Day 3 – 14: Big Salmon River 
Over the next twelve days we will paddle the length of the Big Salmon River. The river begins gently with 
a series of lakes and short streams that give us a couple of days to perfect our paddling strokes before 
the current speeds up. Beyond Big Salmon Lake, the river is narrow and the water moves swiftly through 
tight bends that require some technical skill and attention. Your guide will show you how to navigate this 
section safely, making for a safe, fun ride (class II). 

Narrow bends offer a excellent opportunities to see wildlife along the banks, and eddies, cut banks, and 
tributaries offer excellent fishing spots. As the river carves its way through the Big Salmon Range, we may 
have the chance to take a day to hike up to one of the neighbouring hills for panoramic views stretching far 
back into Pelly Mountains and the Tintina Trench, and the chance of seeing Dall sheep high on the moun-
tain slopes. We will be camping in wilderness sites along gravel bars and shorelines, leaving a minimal 
impact on this pristine riparian habitat. After more than a week on this remote river, we’ll join the famous 
Yukon River and paddle the last leg to Carmacks. (Overnight accommodation at wilderness campsites)

Day 14: Carmacks - Whitehorse
We will arrive at our take-out either late this morning or the previous evening. A shuttle driver will meet us 
in Carmacks in the morning. A short two-hour drive along the Klondike Highway brings us back to White-
horse where a hot shower and a night on the town await. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

Day 15: Depart Whitehorse
On the last day of the program, Ruby Range Adventure will provide a transfer to the airport or to a connec-
ting program. (End of tour services)

The Bonnet Plume is an exciting river for experienced paddlers, with frequent rapids up to 
class III and isolated stretches of class IV and V. It’s located in one of the most remote and 
pristine places in the world: the upper reaches of the Peel River Watershed, a roadless and
almost entirely untouched region of sub-arctic mountains and rivers nearly the size of 
Scotland. We’ll have time to explore some of the mountains and hot springs along the way.

Our program begins with a day of hands-on practice and instruction on the less remote, 
but equally fun, Tatshenshini River near Whitehorse, which will give the group a trial run on 
conditions similar to those we’ll find on the Bonnet Plume.

Get ready to be amazed on this twenty-day canoe expedition into the heart of the Yukon 
wilderness.

Day 5: Bonnet Plume River
After only a short stretch on the Bonnet Plume River we will encounter the first class II-III water in the 
Rockslide Canyon.

Day 6: Bonnet Plume River
The river presents itself with a pleasant and steady current with the occasional chute – some to be run, 
some to be scouted first.

Day 7: Bonnet Plume River
Today we continue through some rock gardens, with boulders to keep things interesting.

Day 8: Bonnet Plume River
After the first days of excitement on the river, today offers a welcomed relaxing paddle on a substantially 
braided river to the next camp.

Day 9: Bonnet Plume River
Once again you will get the opportunity to show off your paddling skills as you negotiate another canyon 
that calls for some demanding maneuvers. After the canyon, the river flows with steady class II-III white-
water and bigger waves.

Day 10: Bonnet Plume River
Today will provide some time to soak in all the unforgettable moments on the river over the past few days 
as we take a break from paddling and go on a day-hike to one of the surrounding peaks (6 hours return).

Day 11: Bonnet Plume River
The river presents some easier water today, so we’ll take the time to enjoy the wildlife, the scenery and 
possibly go on an other hike.

Today’s paddle will bring us to Fairchild Creek; a particularly beautiful part of the Bonnet Plume River.

The Wind River is accessible only by floatplane from the hamlet of Mayo, self-described 
“heart of the Yukon.” The river lies at the heart of the Peel River Watershed, a region of over 
43,000 square kilometres pristine and roadless subarctic cordillera that is home to healthy 
populations of caribou, moose, Dall sheep, grizzlies, wolves, and peregrine falcons.

We will be paddling through the traditional hunting and trapping territories of the Tetlit Gwich’in 
and Na’cho Nyak Dun First Nations, whose ancestors ran the same rapids in moose skin boats 
sealed with spruce pitch.

The Wind River is an extraordinary adventure, not to be missed.

Trip Itinerary “The Heart of the Yukon”

Day 1: Arrival Whitehorse
Welcome to Yukon! Your guide will meet you at the Whitehorse airport and provide a transfer to your hotel. 
There will be time in the afternoon to discover the town and do some last-minute shopping, if necessary. 
In the evening, the group will convene to discuss the itinerary. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

Day 2: Whitehorse - Mayo - Wind River
In the morning we will travel in a comfortable multi-passenger van northbound along the Klondike High-
way. After passing through both Pelly and Stewart Crossing, we’ll turn west on the Silver Trail to Mayo, one 
of Yukon’s oldest communities. Here we’ll transfer our equipment to a floatplane for the flight over rugged 
red rock of the Wernecke Mountains to McClusky Lake, the headwaters of the Wind River. We’ll make camp 
here at the start of the Wind River. 
(Overnight accommodation at wilderness campsite)

Day 2 to Day 20: paddling the Wind River
Our first campsite will be in the vicinity of Bond Creek, which offers several excellent hikes to sub-alpine 
valleys offering dramatic views of the valley. Over the coming days, heavily wooded shorelines give way to 
open mountainsides up to 5000-6000 feet (1850m – 2000m). Wildlife sightings are common, including 
frequent sightings of moose, as well as caribou, black and grizzly bears, and possibly even wolves. 

Time on the river settles into a familiar daily routine. Daytimes spend navigating swift water and meanders 
through mountain scenery, and evenings camped along shores or gravel bars. Following a hearty dinner 
your guide may lead the group on an easy hike to a scenic location above the river, or spend an evening 
by a campfire sharing stories. 

The land is full of adventurous history, from the First Nations who call it home, to the traders and prospec-
tors who explored, and even starved, in these valleys. The Wind River is also the setting of the stories of the 
infamous RNWMP Lost Patrol, an epic tale of survival that ended tragically just short of Fort McPherson. 

Near the Bear River confluence, Royal Mountain rises regally above the surrounding slopes. Farther 
downstream, at the confluence with the Little Wind River, the river flattens out as we leave the Illtyd Range 
and enter a broader valley. Mount Deception comes into view at Hungry Creek. 

We’ll soon encounter the impressive Peel River, and further along we’ll pass the junction with the Bonnet 
Plume and Snake Rivers. 
(Overnight accommodation at wilderness campsites)

Day 20: Taco Bar
Entering a short canyon, we will haul out our canoes on a small gravel island known as named Taco Bar. 
The waters here are deep enough to allow a float plane to land on the river. A short, but scenic float plan 
ride brings up back to Mayo, where a very welcome hot shower and soft hotel bed await.

The Pelly is a relatively wide river with good current, quite often we can stow away the paddles,
raft up and relax for a while.

We’ll head north today, taking our van back through the Whitehorse area and then up the Klondike and 
Robert Campbell Highways toward our put-in on the Lapie River, near the small town of Ross River. This 
is a travel day and offers a chance to rest, clean up, and replace or repair any lost or damaged gear. We’ll 
travel along a scenic gravel road to a whitewater treasure in this remote corner of the territory. 
(Overnight accommodation at a nearby campground)

day 5: Lapie River
Get ready for a day of action-packed paddling. We can choose from several different sections of the Lapie 
River, depending on the group’s abilities. The Lapie is an ideal teaching river, offering a range of difficulties 
with good positions for safety. This is the place to hone your back-ferry, jet-ferry, and just about any skill 
you want to build. Our guides will make sure you get the most out of this amazing river.

Day 1: ArrivAL Whitehorse
After all workshop participants have been picked up from the airport, checked into the hotel, and have a 
had time to relax and freshen up, we will meet in the hotel lobby for a “who‘s who” and a course introduc-
tion. The introduction will cover the course program in more detail and touch on any previous knowledge, 
experiences, and any expectations course participants may have. 

Day 2: Whitehorse 
In the morning, we will begin with the theoretical principles of photography, focusing on aperture, image 
noise, and exposure and take a look at a few examples. Then we will leave the classroom and start putting 
this knowledge to use by taking a field trip around Whitehorse and visit a few of the highlights of the city. 
Among them is the great stern wheeler “The SS Klondike”, with its magnificent colors, camped on the 
banks of the Yukon River, the ambiance is an excellent photo motif. Thence we will take a short trip to the 
shores of Lake Schwatka and Miles Canyon, where we can examine the specific characteristics of water 
and rock through the lens. The day‘s program ends with one of our Whitehorse insider tips. On a delta of 
the Yukon River, we‘ll have a chance to photograph some breath taking scenery and use the evening light 
to take stunning photographs.

yukon in focus | photography workshop

Departure Whitehorse
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Day 3: Whitehorse 
Today, we‘ll take all that we‘ve learned so far on photo composition on a trip into the vast wilderness of 
the Yukon. After about a two hour drive, we will reach the village of Haines Junction, the so-called “Gate of 
Kluane National Park”. The journey takes us past some fabulous scenery with countless spectacular photo 
motifs. Animals like elk and grizzlies can often be seen at road side. The ever-growing expanse and vast 
wilderness exposes many opportunities to implement the principles of landscape photography. The Alsek 
and the Dezadeash Valleys offer endless panoramas of high alpine mountain landscapes, arctic flower 
filled meadows and majestic glacier-fed rivers. Dall sheep and grizzly bears sighting are no rarity in this 
place. On our hike, we will now have the chance to use these motifs to set the scene. Time and again, we 
will be concentrating on certain basic elements of landscape photography but also consciously ignoring 
them, in order to distinguish the differences in quality and discover new perspectives. 

We will use the day in it‘s entirety, even working with the light of the sun, lying low on the horizon, during 
the return trip. Our focus will be to capture the different lighting moods. In addition, the chances of seeing 
wildlife dramatically increase in the late evening hours.

	 7 days guided trekking tour on Chilkoot Trail
	          Skill Level: EXPERT

The Chilkoot Trail is the original backpacker’s route to the far North, crossing some of the most 
spectacular and diverse landscapes anywhere in the world. It’s one of only a handful of routes 
cross the high glacier-covered ranges of the Northern Coast Mountains, and certainly the most 
legendary. In just twenty-six kilometres, the route climbs from sea level to the 1067-metre 
continental divide, where coastal Alaskan rainforest gives way to delicate alpine tundra and 
the trail crosses the international boundary into Canada. Though indigenous peoples had used 
this pass a trading route for millennia, the Chilkoot became an icon in 1898, with unforgettable 
images of hundreds of men and women staggered up the so-called Golden Stairs under crus-
hing loads of food, caught up in the stampede to the gold fields at Dawson City.

Today, visitors are capped to ensure the trail does not become so crowded, and the packs are 
considerably lighter. We have allowed five days to backpack the entire 52 kilometres, ensuring 
time to rest, explore, and revel in the scenery. Our final destination is Lake Bennett, where 
most stampeders paused to build rafts and wooden boats for river journey to Dawson. Here, 
at the historic ghost town, we’ll meet a float plane for a final trip over the last of the Coast 
Mountains to Whitehorse.

To retrace the entire stampeders route, we recommend combining this trek with our canoe 
trip down the rest of the stampeder’s route to Dawson City. To learn more, have a look at 
Yukon River: The Classic. 

Trip Itinerary “Stampeders Route”
Day 1: ArrivAL Whitehorse 
Your guide will greet you at the airport and transfer you to your hotel in downtown Whitehorse. The rest of the day 
is at your leisure. There are many interesting things to discover in Whitehorse. You can visit the longest wooden 
fish ladder in the world, the Beringia Centre for a glimpse of pre-historic Yukon and Alaska, the nearby Yukon 
Transportation Museum, or MacBride’s Museum of Yukon history. We also highly recommend a visit to the SS 
Klondike National Historic Site, a restored sternwheeler located next to the Yukon River. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

day 2: Finnegan’s Point
Today’s short transfer by road to Skagway will be a memorable one. The Klondike Highway is known as one of 
the most beautiful two-hour trips in North America, crossing over the Coast Mountains and the international 
border at White Pass. You will see the historic White Pass & Yukon Route Railroad, now a UNESCO International 
Civil Engineering Landmark. The White Pass Railroad was built in 1899 to assist in the transport of goods and 
people to the gold fields at Dawson City. During the Klondike Goldrush of 1898, gold seekers arrived in Skagway 
by steamship, clamouring to make the thousand-kilometre journey to the gold fields at Dawson City. Today, the

town is bustling with visitors and still retains its gold rush flavour. The boardwalks of Skagway are perfect for 
strolling. After visiting the historic town, we’ll travel 16km to Dyea, where we’ll start our hike on the Chilkoot Trail. 
We’ll cover a short distance to Finnegan’s point before making camp for the night (approx. 3 hours hiking time). 
This first part of the trail climbs steadily but gently along the Taiya River. Spruce trees tower above the trail and 
are home to eagles and the occasional black bear. Spawning salmon can be seen in the river in late summer. 
Signs of the Klondike Gold Rush are also evident, from remnants of the old telegraph line built in 1898 to con-
nect Skagway with Bennett and Log Cabin, to the 1950’s era logging road that forms the trail near our campsite. 
Finnegan’s Point is named for a fellow who built a bridge and for a short time collected tolls here from travellers 
who used it. The thousands of miners soon overran the bridge and his efforts to hold them back were futile. You’ll 
end your day in view of the beautiful Irene Glacier across the river. 
(Overnight camping accommodation). 

day 3: Pleasant Camp
After breakfast we’ll continue our adventure through the rain forest. There are lots of creek crossings as we follow 
the banks of the Taiya River. This is a pleasant day with a few fairly steep but short climbs. The Rock Garden is 
a pleasant meadow with few trees and lots of small boulders, rolled to the side of the trail for easier walking. A 
little further ahead, we’ll reach Canyon City. Once a thriving town servicing the thousands of miners on their way 
to Dawson, all that remains today are the foundations of a few buildings, a stove and some pots and pans, and 
the old boiler that powered a tramway. In 1898 you could save a lot of time and effort by using the hastily-built 
tramway to get your goods over the pass for 7.5 cents/pound…or $5 in today’s money! We’ll cross a suspension 
bridge near Pleasant Camp and soon we will arrive at Sheep Camp, where we’ll rest for the night. 
(Overnight camping accommodation)

DAY 4: Happy Camp
Today is our longest, but most memorable part of the hike. We’ll have an early breakfast and hit the trail in 
order to cover the 13km to Happy Camp. Shortly after departing, we’ll pass through the Enchanted Forest; a 
region of gnarled trees, twisted and pitted due to massive snowfalls that bury them under several meters each 
winter. You’ll see many gold rush artifacts littering the trail as it begins to climb towards the Scales, where, after 
weeks of hauling a ton of goods up from Skagway, 50 kilos at a time, the stampeders began to toss aside the
non-essentials. Surprisingly the “Treeline” sign is surrounded by trees, proof the weather was colder in 1898 than 
today. But not much further along, the last tree appears, and then disappears, and soon there is nothing but rock 
in all directions. This is where the avalanche that claimed the lives of many gold miners in the spring of 1898 
occurred, and the victims are buried nearby. A little further and we arrive at the Scales, where the Royal Canadian 
Mounted Police weighed the goods of each person entering the Yukon to ensure they had their mandatory one 
ton of provisions before being allowed to continue. The trail goes as steep as forty degrees as you travel up the 
Golden Stairs. This is where the famous photos of the long lines of men and women bent over from their toil were 
taken in 1898. It’s a tough climb, scrambling over and around large boulders, but we’ll soon reach the top and 
cross the border between Alaska and Canada, at over 1100 meters (3700 feet) above sea level! From here we’ll de-
scend over snowfields, passing small lakes, creeks and rock outcrops to reach Happy Camp in the late afternoon. 
(Overnight camping accommodation)

DAY 5: Lake Lindemann
The trek from Happy Camp to Lindeman is thought by many to be the best part of the trail. There are some spec-
tacular views, and more importantly, the trail is relatively flat (except at Long Lake). Deep Lake will soon appear, 
as will the first trees, before the trail begins to drop in elevation as we follow Moose Creek as it tumbles down 
from Deep Lake to Lake Lindeman, where we’ll camp for the evening. 
(Overnight camping accommodation)

DAY 6: Bennett Lake
With just one more day of hiking left, this is a morning of mixed emotions. The end of the trail is near, but there is 
still some beautiful scenery to be enjoyed as we continue our trek, first to Loon Lake and onwards to Lake Ben-
nett. One of the most stunning vistas in British Columbia is found here, overlooking Lake Bennett. As we approach 
Bennett Lake, we catch glimpses of the old gold rush era church and rail station, all that remains of a community 
that once was home to over 15,000 people. After a short look around, our float plane will arrive to pick us up for 
the spectacular 45-minute flight to Whitehorse. We have the option here of booking additional flight time to take 
a tour over the great glaciated ranges of the Coast Mountains, a spectacular addition that is highly recommended. 
Upon arrival in Whitehorse, we’ll pick you up from the airport and bring you to your hotel, where you can finally 
enjoy a hot shower and a restaurant dinner with your guide and friends.

Day 1: Arrival in Dawson City
Your guide will meet you at the Dawson City Airport and provide a transfer to your hotel, where we will 
go over the itinerary together. There’s time today to discover some of this fascinating town, and purchase 
any last-minute items. 
Overnight hotel accommodation in Dawson City)

day 2: Dawson City / Tombstone Park
In the morning, we’ll head north by van up the Dempster Highway to Tombstone Territorial Park. To loosen 
up our feet we’ll take a short (2- to 5-hour) hike up Goldensides Mountain for a stunning view of the arctic 
tundra, then spend the night at Tombstone Campground.

Trip Itinerary “Explore Remote Valleys””

Day 1: Arrival Dawson City
Your guide will meet you at the Dawson City Airport or provide a transfer from our connecting program 
(Explore Secret Waterways) and go through a brief overview of the trip and itinerary. There is time today 
to discover historic Dawson City, with dozens of attractions, as well as a chance to shop for last-minute 
items. (Overnight hotel accommodation in Dawson City)

DAY 2: Dawson City / Tombstone Park
Early in the morning we will take a van up the Dempster Highway to Tombstone Territorial Park. A helicop-
ter will meet us at the a roadside landing spot, to transfer us and our equipment over to our Base Camp 
at Azure Lake. The flight itself is a spectacular chance to see the enormous landscape and jagged peaks of 
the Ogilvie Mountains from above. We’ll make camp and have time for a brief hike in the evening.

DAY 3 - 6: Tombstone Park
These next four days will be spent exploring the magnificent alpine hills and mountains around our base 
camp. We’ll hike the mountain ridges and valleys to Syenite Lakes, Divide Lake and Tombstone Mountain. 
The hike to Syenite Lakes takes us over a pass and into a great open northern mountain valley. Here, a 
ridge of mountains runs parallel to the West Blackstone River and it is accessible from Azure Lake. The 
ridge allows to get up high and have a look around at the surrounding landscape. The immediate area 
surrounding Azure Lake area provides excellent hiking opportunities as well, with a number of small lakes 
surrounding the main lake, all worth exploring.

DAY 7: Tombstone Park / Dawson City
On our last morning, a helicopter will pick us up again for a transfer back to our van at the Dempster 
Highway. Back in Dawson City, there’s another chance to discover the museums, shops, and historic sites, 
including a visit to Bonanza and Eldorado Creeks, site of the historic gold strike.

Trip Itinerary “Gold Rush Tour”
Day 1: Arrival Whitehorse
Welcome to Whitehorse! Your guide will meet you at the airport and transfer you to your downtown hotel. 
In the afternoon there will be time for an orientation, gear check, and a chance to pick up any last-minute 
supplies. 
(Overnight accommodation in Whitehorse)

DAY 2 - 10: Whitehorse  - Teslin River
In the morning, a shuttle van will meet you at your hotel. We’ll head south along the Alaska Highway for 
about one and a half hours to our put-in at Johnson’s Crossing. Your guide will teach you some basic 
paddling techniques, and then it’s time to hit the river. Our first day will be a short paddle to one of many 
possible camping spots along the river. The river is slow and gentle here, making it a safe and comfortable 
place to learn.

DAY 3 - 10: Teslin river / Yukon River
Over the next week we will cover more than 350km of this quiet, scenic river. We’ll encounter a winding 
mix of mostly gentle current with a few faster sections and riffles (all less than class II), which your guide 
will show you how to navigate safely. We will be camping on gravel bars and in wooded clearings, leaving

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minimum impact on the land. Evenings are a chance to swim in the river, fish the shoreline, and enjoy 
campfires and share in fine camp cooking. If time allows, we may take short hikes into the surrounding 
hills in search of wild berries and panoramic views. Though not as famous as the Yukon River, the Teslin 
River was one of the more popular routes to the gold fields during the Klondike Gold Rush. It joins the 
Yukon River at the abandoned trading post of Hootalinqua, where we’ll stop to visit what remains of the 
village and of the steamship, the S.S. Evelyn. From here onward we’ll be on the Yukon River itself. Up to 
the 1950s, when the construction of major highways spelled the end of the steamship era, this river was 
the Territory’s central artery. Today the river has gone quiet, but the history is still tangible as we pass the 
overgrown relics of paddlewheelers, trapper’s cabins, mines, and trading posts. Our final night will be in 
the village of Carmacks, where we will spend the night in a local campground with full amenities — hot 
water for laundry and showers, electricity, nearby stores, and, of course, ice cream. 
(Overnight campground accommodation in Carmacks)

DAY 10: Carmacks – Dempster Highway / Tombstone Mountains
In the morning will leave our canoes and travel north from Carmacks by road. The Klondike Highway 
follows the Yukon River for much of its length, and we’ll be treated to views of the Five Finger Rapids and 
high, sandy bluffs along the way. Our destination is Tombstone Territorial Park, a preserve that protects 
the most impressive formations of the Ogilvie Mountains, just 285km south of the Arctic Circle. The park 
straddles the Dempster Highway, a gravel road stretching 730km to Inuvik and the arctic coast, making it 
one of the northernmost highways in the world. We’ll spend the night at a campground just off the highway, 
in the middle of this spectacular territorial park. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

Day 11: Tombstone Mountains
We’ll spend the day hiking in this remote and unique part of the world. The park is named for the dark, 
steep peaks that dominate the view. North of this, the tundra spreads for hundreds of kilometres nor-
thward, supporting one of the North’s largest free ranging caribou herds. Open ridges provide incredible 
hiking opportunities. Your guide will lead you on the best trails, based on conditions and the group’s 
interests and ability. In the evening, we’ll spend another evening around the campfire at our campsite. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 12: Dempster Highway - Dawson City
After breakfast we’ll break camp and head south to the gold rush capital, Dawson City. At one time this was 
the largest city west of Winnipeg and north of Seattle, having grown up almost overnight during the stampede 
of 1898. Many of the false-fronted and garishly painted gold rush buildings have been maintained and resto-
red. We’ll have the day to explore some of the many historic sites and exhibits around town. A visit to Diamond 
Tooth Gertie’s Gambling Hall is on the itinerary, as is a drive up to the panoramic views of the Midnight Dome, 
the mountain that looms over this fun and fascinating town. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 13: Dawson City
Today we’ll visit an active gold mine in the heart of the Klondike gold fields, where you’ll have a chance to 
see first hand how gold was found then and now. You’ll even have to try a hand at panning gold yourself. 
A visit to the Jack London and Robert Service cabins are also on the program today, and visits to the 
Discovery Claim and Dredge #4 are also possibilities. Be sure to talk to your guide to see what options 
are best for you. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 14: Dawson City – Top of the World Highway - tok
In the morning we’ll head over the Top of the World Highway into Alaska. This gravel road follows ridge-
tops through high tundra, and passes through the remote and delightfully strange towns of Chicken and 
Jack Wade. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 15: tok - Haines junction
We’ll cross the Alaska Border again today at Beaver Creek, heading eastward. Much of the day will be in 
view of the mountains at the edge of enormous Kluane National Park. At Sheep Mountain, we’ll stop at the 
Parks Canada visitor centre, and with luck watch wild Dall sheep feeding on the high slopes. We have the 
option here of taking an optional scenic flight over the interior of the park, where the highest mountains 
in Canada are found, surrounded by the largest non-polar ice fields in the world. This is a spectacular 
opportunity and highly recommended. We will spend the night camping near the town of Haines Junction 
and spend the next couple of days exploring some of this extraordinary national park.

DAY 16 - 17: Kluane National Park
Depending on conditions and the group’s interests and ability, we will take a hike into one of park’s high 
alpine valleys today where there’s a good chance of spotting Dall sheep and grizzlies. Mountain weather 
requires some flexibility, and these two days offer more chances at catching a good weather window for 
a flight over the icefields. The area around Haines Junction offers many possibilities for hiking and sight-
seeing - your guide will help you decide which is best for you. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 18: Kluane NP - Tatshenshini River
Today is a highlight of the tour: a whitewater rafting trip on the Tatshenshini River. This Canadian Heritage 
River flows fast and rowdy through the alpine landscape the Coast Mountains. This is a thrilling day and a 
favourite of nearly every guest. We will spend the night at nearby Million Dollar Falls campground. As the 
name suggests, there’s a priceless view a short hike away. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 19: Million Dollar Falls - Haines, alaska
We’ll head further south today and into Alaska, crossing the high alpine landscape of the Chilkat Pass and 
descending to the coastal town of Haines, Alaska. This is a wildlife sanctuary, where thousands of salmon 
migrate through the streams, attracting eagles and bears for extraordinary viewing opportunities. The town 
Haines is a charming place and we’ll have some time to shop and explore. It is an important centre for Tlingit 
culture, you will have the oportunity to look at the work of totem carvers all around town. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 20: Haines - Skagway
We’ll head up the Lynn Canal today to the town of Skagway. The ferry ride itself is spectacular, taking us 
through a mountainous fjord where, if we’re lucky, we may see seals, whales, or Alaskan brown bears along 
the shore. Like Dawson City, Skagway is a piece of gold rush history preserved. We’ll have plenty of time to 
explore the town and it’s attractions, which range from pleasant seaside and forest hikes to historic sites, 
museums, and saloons.
(Overnight campground accommodation)

Day 21: Skagway - Whitehorse
There’s time today to take an optional ride on the narrow-gauge White Pass and Yukon Route rail line, which 
hugs the mountainsides on its way to the town of Carcross. Those of us opting out of the train ride will drive 
across the border again, meeting in Carcross and continuing the rest of the way to Whitehorse together. A 
hotel room and a night on the town are waiting at the end of this epic journey. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

DAY 22: departure Whitehorse 
On the last day of the program, Ruby Range Adventure will provide a transfer to the airport or to a connecting 
program.

Trip Itinerary 
“Alaska & Yukon Highlights” whitehorse to anchorage

Day 1: Arrival Whitehorse
Welcome to Yukon Territory! Your tour guide will meet you at the airport and transfer you to your hotel. 
Here you’ll meet the rest of your group and go through a brief orientation. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

DAY 2: Whitehorse - Skagway, Alaska
After breakfast, we’ll have some time to explore the Yukon’s capital, before beginning our trip with a drive 
south to the Alaskan town of Skagway. Our route takes us past the smallest desert in the world, the ext-
raordinary colours of Emerald Lake, to Carcross, a colourful little village at the north end of Bennett Lake. 
After a break to sip some local coffee and soak in the mountain views, we’ll continue over White Pass, 
and descend from the Coast Mountains to the Pacific coast and the town of Skagway, Alaska. This little 
town still holds on to its frontier flavour and there will be some time to explore around on foot and walk 
a coastal trail before setting our first camp for the night.  

DAY 3: Skagway - Haines Junction area / Kluane Park
Skagway became renowned as the gateway to the Klondike during the famous gold rush of 1898, and its 
boomtown character has been carefully restored and maintained. This morning, after closing camp, there 
will be time to visit a bit more before boarding the ferry to Haines, Alaska.
We’ll travel through the Lynn Fjord, where, with a bit of luck we’ll see seals, whales and bald eagles. Haines 
is as an important centre for the Tlingit people of the Northwest Coast and is surrounded by tall moun-
tains, situated at the mouth of the Chilkat River, where thousands of migrating salmon draw crowds of 
bald eagles through the late summer, making for a spectacular setting.
From Haines, we will head over the Coast Mountains following the line of the Dalton Trail North. This was

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one of the few overland routes to the Klondike and an ancient trade route for coastal Tlingit peoples. At 
Dalton Cache we will cross international border yet again, on our way to Haines Junction and Kluane Park 
in the Yukon Territory. This entire drive is spectacular!

DAY 4: Haines Junction / Kluane National Park
Haines Junction is the gateway to Kluane National Park which extends over 220,000 square kilometers 
of the northern Coast Mountains southwest of the Haines Junction. A full day hike on one of the many 
trails leading to Sheep Mountain offers views of eighty-kilometre long Kluane Lake and a peek into the 
enormous landscape that lies hidden beyond the front ranges. If time and weather permit, we also have 
the possibility of an optional flight over the interior of the park to witness the incredible scale of Canada’s 
largest mountains, and the world’s biggest non-polar ice fields. 

DAY 5: Haines Junction / Kluane Park – Whitehorse area
We will spend the morning breaking camp and hiking around on another shorter trail in Kluane National 
Park. In the afternoon, we’ll take the two-hour drive back to Whitehorse, following the famous Alaska 
Highway eastbound. After a short time back in the capital we will drive further on the Klondike Highway 
and stop in a lovely location for the evening. We will set up camp on our way to the next day’s destination 
and enjoy a quiet night around the campfire in another pristine location.  

DAY 6: Whitehorse area – Tombstone Park 
Today, we head north on the Klondike Highway to the start of the Dempster highway and we will then drive 
75km on this gravel road to reach the spectacular Tombstone Territorial Park. This gravel highway is 730 
kilometers long and is Canada’s only connection by road to the Arctic Ocean. Tombstone Territorial Park 
lies at the beginning of the vast arctic tundra and is overshadowed by the dramatic syenite peaks that give 
the park its name. We will spend the night inside the park in this remote and beautiful place. 

DAY 7: Tombstone Park – Dawson City 
After closing camp, we will spend the day hiking here on ridges overlooking the expansive tundra, where 
great herds of caribou migrate hundreds of miles each year. We will then make our way to Dawson City 
the famous Gold Rush town. People still dig for gold in this legendary boomtown, located where the Klon-
dike River meets the Yukon. You will be immersed in the history only by walking the street of this unique 
historical city.  

DAY 8: Dawson City
Dawson City is a vibrant, fun-filled town that is loaded with history. We will spend an entire day here. A 
highlight is the drive into the Bonanza and Eldorado Creeks where you will have the option to visit an 
active gold mine. Later, we’ll head up the Midnight Dome, the mountain overlooking Dawson and the sur-
rounding wilderness. There’s time today to stroll through this garish gold rush town, once the largest city 
west of Winnipeg and north of Seattle. Many of the original false fronted buildings still remain, and a wide 
variety of historic sites and exhibits are easily accessible on foot.  

DAY 9: Dawson City – Glennallen area
Today, we’ll take the Top of the World Highway into Alaska. This gravel road follows ridges through the 
high tundra – one of the most beautiful and spectacular high roads of North America. This is another 
spectacular drive so get your cameras ready! We’ll pass through the quirky and charming northern towns 
of Chicken and Action Wade Camp, before reaching the edge of Denali National Park.

Day 10: Glennallen area - Denali National Park
Today we head west along the Denali Highway. This is one of the most remote roads in the State, built 
on glacial eskers across the huge glacial floodplain along the border of Denali National Park. There are 
many opportunities for short exploratory hikes. Weather permitting, we will have time this evening for an 
optional scenic flight over Denali, which at 6193 meters is North America’s tallest peak. 

DAY 11: Denali National Park

DAY 6: Denali National Park - Glennallen Area 
Although we say goodbye to Denali National Park today, the mountain will continue to dominate the land-
scape as we head up the Denali Highway. This extraordinary road is built on glacial eskers through the 
vast glacial floodplain along the border of Denali National Park and is one of the most remote regions in 
the state. We’ll have plenty of opportunities for hikes along the way.  

DAY 7: Glennallen Area - Dawson City
Today we will cross the high tundra into Canada, following the Top of the World highway, crossing the high-
est checkpoint between Canada and the US at Little Gold Creek. This is another spectacular drive so get 
your cameras ready! We’ll pass through the quirky and charming northern towns of Chicken and Action 
Wade Camp. In Canada, we’ll cross over the Yukon River to Dawson City, where you will be immersed in 
the history only by walking the street of this unique historical city.  

DAY 8: Dawson City
Dawson City is a vibrant, fun-filled town that is loaded with history. We will spend an entire day here. A 
highlight is the drive into the Bonanza and Eldorado Creeks where you will have the option to visit an 
active gold mine. Later, we’ll head up the Midnight Dome, the mountain overlooking Dawson and the sur-
rounding wilderness. There’s time today to stroll through this garish gold rush town, once the largest city 
west of Winnipeg and north of Seattle. Many of the original false fronted buildings still remain, and a wide 
variety of historic sites and exhibits are easily accessible on foot. 

DAY 9: Dawson City - Tombstone Park
An early start this morning puts us two hours up the Dempster Highway, in the middle of the rugged 
Tombstone Mountains. The highway itself is 730 kilometres long and is Canada’s only connection by 
road to the Arctic coast. Tombstone Territorial Park lies at the beginning of the vast arctic tundra and is 
overshadowed by the dramatic syenite peaks that give the park its name. This is ideal country for hiking, 
and we will spend the day exploring the ridges overlooking the expansive tundra where great herds of 
caribou migrate hundreds of miles each year.  

Day 10: Tombstone Park – Whitehorse Area
We break camp today and spend a little time enjoying the views before heading towards Yukon’s capital 
on the Klondike Highway. Our drive will be punctuated with interesting stops such as the five finger rapids 
and old roadhouses along the way. We will establish camp again not far from Whitehorse and enjoy a quiet 
night around the campfire in another pristine location.

DAY 12: Haines Junction / Kluane Park 
Haines Junction is the gateway to Kluane National Park which extends over 220,000 square kilometers 
of the northern Coast Mountains southwest of the Junction. A full day hike on one of the many trails lea-
ding to Sheep Mountain offers views of eighty-kilometre long Kluane Lake and a peek into the enormous 
landscape that lies hidden beyond the front ranges. If time and weather permit, we also have the possi-
bility of an optional flight over the interior of the park to witness the incredible scale of Canada’s largest 
mountains, and the world’s biggest non-polar ice fields.

We say goodbye to Kluane today and head south to the beautiful coastal town of Haines Alaska. This was 
one of the few overland routes to the Klondike and an ancient trade route for coastal Tlingit peoples. At 
Dalton Cache we will cross international border yet again. This entire drive is spectacular! 
After a short stop, we will board the ferry to Skagway. We’ll travel through the Lynn Fjord, where, with a 
bit of luck we’ll see seals, whales and bald eagles. Skagway became renowned as the gateway to the 
Klondike during the famous gold rush of 1898, and its boomtown character has been carefully restored 
and maintained. There will be some time to explore the town or do a short hike before setting up camp 
one last time.

DAY 14: Skagway – Whitehorse
This little town still holds on to its frontier flavour and there will be some time to explore around on foot 
and walk a coastal trail before beginning our drive north to Yukon’s capital, Whitehorse. Our route takes us 
up into the Coast Mountains of the Pacific over the White Pass into magnificent landscapes. We will stop 
by Carcross for a break to sip local coffee and soak in the mountain views. We will also do a short hike 
in the smallest desert in the world and finally, we will witness the extraordinary colours of Emerald Lake.

Day 15: Departure from Whitehorse

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DAY 4: YOHO NATIONAL PARK
Today we’ll pack up our camp and hit the road again. Our first stop is Lake Louise, the original postcard view 
of the Canadian Rockies. Our suggested hike is the 3.5 km (2 mi) path with 400 m gain (1325 ft) to the historic 
tea house by an alpine lake. Here a network of easy to demanding trails is tempting you to go further and 
higher. For example the 15 km (9.3 mi) circuit into the Plain of Six Glaciers or a 2.5 km (1.6 mi) climb with 
515 m (1705 ft) gain to a summit with exceptional views of nearby peaks and distant landscapes. Camp for 
today and tomorrow (showers) near the alpine village of Lake Louise. Hiking time 3 – 5 hours. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 5: YOHO NATIONAL PARK
We have the option today for a great white water rafting trip on the Kicking Horse River. It involves a side 
trip to Golden in B.C., headquarters for many outdoor adventures. If you’re not feeling like a day on the river, 
we have a variety of other options. One is an 18km (11mi) circuit through two alpine passes at 1830 m and 
2180m (6093 ft and 7250 ft), with spectacular views of Emerald Lake. Hiking time 6 hours.
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 6: JASPER NATIONALPARK
We’re headed up the Icefields Parkway today, following the continental divide past cascading icefalls. We’ll 
stop at places like Peyto Lake and Bow Summit, and at the Columbia Icefields discovers centre. We’ll take a 
look at the Saskatchewan glacier from above, after hiking 2.5km (1.5 mi) to a windy ridge perched at 2260m 
(7525 ft). We’ll then head to Jasper, where we will spend two nights in a comfortable campground with hot 
showers. Hiking time 2 hours.  (Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 7: JASPER NATIONALPARK
There are many things to do in Jasper, including swimming and a picnic at Pyramid lake, mountain biking, 
trail rides, canoeing and more. We can also take a trip up to Maligne Lake for an eight-kilometre (5 mile) 
loop hike with 460 m gain (1532 ft) into the hills above treeline at 2150 m (7160 ft) elevation and with the 
possibility of continuing all the way up to a peak at 2790m (9290 ft), with a view overlooking this stunning 
teal-coloured lake. Hiking time 2 – 6 hours. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 8: Jasper National Park, Columbia Icefields
Mighty Athabasca Falls count among the attractions of this park. Trails near the Columbia Icefields start 
at tree line and are especially rewarding thanks to their magnificent views of the glaciers and surrounding 
ranges. Your farewell to the Rockies is the 8 km (5 mi) hike with 335 m (1155 ft) gain above the tree line into 
a pass at 2375 m (7980 ft). Tonight, enjoy the campfire and final night camping in the Rockies. Hiking time 
2 – 3 hours. (Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 9: edmonton
Leaving the Rockies behind, you travel in private transfer east to the provincial capital of Edmonton. After 
driving through the eastern foothills and rolling farms you arrive in downtown Edmonton and your hotel for 
the next two nights. Steps from the hotel, find a choice of dining places, entertainment and the bustle of the 
city center.  (Overnight hotel accommodation in Edmonton)

DAY 10: edmonton
A day to explore Edmonton on your own. Downtown is home to summer festivals and the Royal Alberta 
Museum housing expansive natural and human history displays, chronicling the story of Alberta’s animals, 
landscapes and First Peoples. The green ribbon of North Saskatchewan River valley is steps away offering 
quiet walking and biking trails. West Edmonton Mall has over eight hundred stores and services in addition 
to one-of-a-kind retailers and entertainment for all ages. Or spend the day at Fort Edmonton, an outdoor 
heritage park which brings the history of Western Canada to life.
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Edmonton)

Day 11: Flight to Whitehorse, Yukon
You’ll fly today direct from Edmonton to Whitehorse, capital of Yukon Territory. Ruby Range Adventure will 
meet you there with new equipment, a new van, and a new guide. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

Day 12: Whitehorse – Dempster Highway
After breakfast we’ll head up the Klondike Highway to reach the Dempster Highway. This 730km gravel road 
is Canada’s northernmost highway, linking the interior of Yukon territory with the arctic community of Inuvik. 
We’ll travel as far as Tombstone Territorial Park, the scenic highlight of this highway, and camp at a beautiful 
campground. (Overnight campground accommodation)

Day 13:  TOMBSTONE MOUNTAINS
Tombstone Territorial Park sits just 285km south of the Arctic Circle, at the edge of an endless expanse 
of rolling tundra that is the home of the great Porcupine Caribou Herd. We’ll spend the day exploring the 
mountain slopes and ridges here, where the open landscape offers breathtaking views, then camp again 
for the evening at the park campground, enjoying campfires and interpretive programs courtesy of the 
local rangers. (Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 14: DEMPSTER HIGHWAY – DAWSON CITY
We’ll head south again today for a real change of scenery. Dawson City is the legendary boomtown at the 
centre of the Klondike gold rush. History is very much alive here, with many of the false-fronted gold-rush 
buildings preserved and restored. The town is a National Historic site, and there are a variety of exhibits, 
interpretive walks, and attractions to explore - after a hot shower and good meal, of course. An evening at 
Diamond Tooth Gertie’s Gambling Hall, with its poker tables and can-can girls, caps off our day. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 15: DAWSON CITY
We’ll spend this entire day in Dawson. We’ll have time for a visit to the heart of famous gold fields for an 
interpretive tour through a working gold mine and an insight into the region’s mining history. You’ll even have 
a chance to pan for gold yourself. The rest of the day gives you time to visit sites within Dawson, including the 
Jack London and Robert Service Cabins, the Dawson City Museum - and of course a drive up the Midnight 
Dome behind the town, for a panorama stretching from the gold fields to the great Yukon River to the Ogilvie 
Mountains. (Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 16: TOP OF THE WORLD HIGHWAY
From Dawson, we head west today over the Top of the World Highway into Alaska. This extraordinary gravel 
road follows ridges through wild, open tundra, punctuated by only a couple of peculiar northern towns, Chi-
cken and Jack Wade. Driving this highway is an experience of the scale of this immense landscape. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 17: KLUANE, SHEEP MOUNTAIN
It’s back across the border to Canada today, where we’ll pass the spectacular Kluane Ranges and the shore 
of Kluane Lake. We’ll stop at the Sheep Mountain visitor centre in Kluane National Park, where with a bit of 
luck we can watch wild Dall sheep feeding high on the mountain slopes. We’ll also have the chance for an 
optional glacier flight. The park holds a large part of the greatest non-polar ice sheets in the world, and is 
home to Canada’s largest mountains, including Mount Logan at nearly 6000 metres. This is an unforgettable 
opportunity and highly recommended. We’ll set up our base near the town of Haines Junction at the edge of 
the park, which will allow us to explore more of this remarkable landscape. 
(Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 18 / 19: HAINES JUNCTION (kluane np)
We will spend two days in Haines Junction, which gives us a variety of options, depending on the weather, 
including more opportunities for a glacier flight if the weather did not allow it on Day 15. We can take a hike 
up into one of the park’s high alpine valleys for a peek further back into the great mountains and a chance 
to spot Dall sheep and grizzly bear. A variety of shorter trails are available, depending on the group’s level of 
interest and the weather. (Overnight campground accommodation)

DAY 20: KLUANE NP – TATSHENSCHINI RIVER
Today is a highlight for most visitors. We’ll drive south into the Coast Ranges to the upper Tatshenshini River, 
where we’ll join a guided rafting trip down this thrilling white-water river.

The small frontier town, with a population of roughly 400 souls, is the starting point for many 
Mount Denali ascent attempts. Magnificent views of Mt. Denali provide a glimpse of what can be experienced 
on one of the available glacier flights (optional) Time will be allowed for browsing local shops and for some 
local Alaskan cuisine, such as, Reindeer Sausages and locally made ice cream. 

After Talkeetna, we continue north until we reach Denali National Park, where we‘ll make a short stop before 
heading to dinner and checking into our hotel. We choose from a selection of quality restaurants to take our 
guests with a nice variety of Alaskan fare, including seafood, and steak.

DAY 3: Denali National Park shuttle bus tour
Without a doubt this is one of the highlights of Alaska. In the morning we will go on a Denali wildlife tour  
(included). A park owned shuttle bus takes us deep into one of the most scenic landscapes in North   
America. Besides stunning views of Mt.McKinley a variety of wildlife such as Grizzly Bears, Cariboo, Moose 
and Wolves can often be spotted. 
For those interested in whitewater rafting can do so for an additional cost on the Nenana River at 6:30 pm. 
Keep in mind it‘s bright here until almost 11pm or 12 am in the summer so darkness will not be factor.

Day 4: Denali National Park - Wasilla
Sled Dogs and the Mat-Su Valley
After breakfast we leave southbound towards other scenic and historic highlights. The first scheduled stop 
will be in the dog-mushing town and once almost Alaska state capital, Willow. The town hosts several sled 
dog races each year, including the Iditarod, an endurance race of over 1100 miles from Anchorage to 
Nome. We‘ll visit an active dog kennel to experience a presentation about Alaska‘s state sport and take a 
guided dog-powered ride with a genuine dog team and experienced dog musher. In the afternoon we‘ll 
continue south to the Mat-Su Valley. Once completely glaciated, the area encompasses thousands of 
rivers, lakes, and streams and is home to a great variety of wildlife and only about 30,000 people.
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Wasilla)
 
DAY 5: wasilla
Matanuska Glacier Hiking / Hatcher Pass and its Historic Gold Mines
In the morning we’ll depart east on the Glenn Hwy, a WWII era road, cut through a rugged mountain 
backdrop with the occasional moose crossing. The 1.5-hour drive is stellar, and uphill. We travel from 
the mouth of the Matanuska River to its source, the Matanuska Glacier. When we arrive, we‘ll check in 
and gear up for an unforgettable hiking experience on Alaska’s and America’s largest roadside glacier. 
After everyone is back on thawed ground we‘ll make a picnic lunch in the area overlooking the glacier. 
Before heading back towards civilization, we stop at Hatcher Pass in the Talkeena Mountains. The historic 
Independence Mine on top of the pass is a great place to get a sense of what life must have been like 
back then. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Wasilla)

DAY 6: wasilla - seward
Wildlife Conservation Center/ Scenic Kenai Peninsula/ Temperate Coastal Rainforest
In the morning we’ll continue our journey to the adorable coastal town of Seward. The views of the snowcap-
ped Chugach and Kenai Mountains, that seemingly rise directly from the sea, are just the ‚tip of the iceberg‘ 
when it comes to the highlights of the day. Our first scheduled stop will be at the Alaska Wildlife Conservation 
Center. The property, which has the likeness to a really big farm, offers some big photo potential. Grizzlies, 
Black bears, Wood Bison, and Musk Oxen are just a few. After lunch and our arrival in Seward we‘ll travel on 
a small dirt road out to the community of Lowell Point. Spawning Salmon, bald eagles, majestic rainforest 
groves and spectacular glacier views are amongst our experiences on a short hike down to Tosina Beach.
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Seward)

DAY 7: seward
Kenai Fjord National Park / Tidewater Glaciers, Seabirds and Whales
Today is a free day for optional activities. Seward downtown with its museums, shopping opportunities 
and great restaurants, has a lot to offer. One of the most popular and exciting things to do is taking a boat 
trip into Kenai Fjord National Park (optional). With a 10:30 am check in, this is Alaska‘s premier marine 
life viewing location, where humpbacks, sea otters, Steller’s sea lions, seals, orcas and 100‘s of seabird 
species come to feed and breed each summer. Additionally, the trip gets up close and personal with one 
of two or both tidewater glaciers in Aailak Bay before returning to Seward in the afternoon. 
If human powered transportation is preferred, you can rent sea kayaks in town or your Ruby Range guide 
can organize a professionally guided kayak trip for any skill level to various places in Resurrection Bay and 
the surrounding area. At Bear Glacier, for instance, you can kayak among icebergs and at the face of the 
largest glacier in the national park arriving and departing either by helicopter or jet boat. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Seward)

DAY 8: seward - Anchorage, Departure
Bryon Glacier/ Girdwood Tram
In the morning we return to Anchorage on the Seward Highway. Our first scheduled stop is the former 
Gold Rush and present ski resort town of Girdwood, where we‘ll take a tram ride to the top of Mt. Alyeska 
and have lunch at the top. The view is splendid; the Chugach Mountains on one side and Turnagain Arm 
and Fjords on the other. Then with what time we have remaining we‘ll continue to Anchorage. Flights 
should leave no earlier then 4:30 pm for a domestic and 5:30 pm for an international departure. If you are 
staying in Anchorage or Alaska for additional days your guide can give you advice and recommendations 
on what to do. Just ask. We hope you enjoyed your trip!

From its glacier ridden mountains ranges, turquoise blue lakes and rivers, to its lush rainforests and rugged 
coastline, the Kenai Peninsula presents a myriad of opportunities for the avid outdoor lover on land and on 
water. Roughly the size of Ireland with only about one percent of the population, there is plenty of peninsula 
to go around. We begin our journey in Anchorage heading south past the spectacular vistas of Turnagain Arm 
and the Chugach Mountains. There will be stops along the way for photos and hiking opportunities as we make 
our way through Kenai Peninsula to our first destination Homer, AK.

Homer, once the site of a small coaling mining operation in early 1900s, transformed itself into one of Alaska’s 
major commercial fishing ports after the 1964 Good Friday earthquake, which devastated much of south-
central Alaska. The waters of Kachemak Bay were once said to be the world’s most productive fishery and for 
many who live there, one of the most beautiful places of Earth. Although commercial fishing is still a major 
industry, the city boasts a reputation for alternative lifestyle, great cuisine and a thriving art and music scene. 
There, we’ll learn all we can about this unique Alaskan port city, while exploring the natural beauty of the area 
on foot and by boat. After three nights in Homer, we continue to the port city of Seward, again taking our time 
on foot to enjoy the sights along the way such as, salmon spawning grounds, interior mountain vistas and 
coastal mountain rainforests. 

Seward, like Homer, has a rich human history, but with a different geological past. The unique geology of the 
area allows for the existence of ecosystems not present in the Homer area, such as the fjord estuary ecosys-
tem, one of only six remaining of Earth. The Kenai Fjords National Park was created to protect it. Within the 
boundaries of Kenai Fjords National Park, are the feeding and breeding grounds for over 190 species of birds 
and other creatures like humpback whales and orcas that make this place their summer home. The park is 
also well known for its tidewater glaciers that can be observed by wildlife cruises and local sea kayaking out-
fitters. During our time here, we’ll have the opportunity to explore wonderful areas on foot and by boat before 
making our way back to Anchorage to end the tour.

Trip Itinerary “Alaska - The kenai Discovery ”

Day 1: Arrival anchorage
Welcome to Alaska! Your guide will meet you at the airport and offer you transportation to your nearby hotel. In the 
evening, there will be a meet and greet to get to know your fellow travelers and go over the trip. It is a good time 
to sing up for the optional activities and ask questions to your guide. The rest of the evening is free to enjoy at your 
leisure.  (Overnight hotel accommodation in Anchorage) 

DAY 2: Anchorage - homer
We will drive south making our way along the Turnagain Arm and onto the Kenai Peninsula arriving at our destination 
Homer, AK in the early evening. The journey to Homer, is about 4.5 hours total drive time, but we will be taking a full 
day to explore some of the sights on foot. The views of the glacier swept, snow-capped Chugach and Kenai Mountains 
rising directly from the sea, and of enormous milky blue glacially fed lakes, rivers, and streams are just the ‚tip of the 
iceberg‘ when it comes to the highlights of the day. 
Our first scheduled stop is also our first hike of the trip, the Summit Creek Trail. This trail will bring you up into the 
alpine tundra and is regarded by many as one of the best hikes on the Kenai. We will quickly ascend above the tree 
line, with sweeping vistas of tundra-clad valleys and tiny alpine lakes and streams. The trail itself is part of a larger 
trail network so we will only hike about 4 miles to the pass, taking in the scenery and relaxing a bit at the top before 
heading back down.

Post-hike, we will drive to the Kenai/Soldotna area for fuel and any last-minute shopping before continuing. As 
we near Homer, various large and still actives volcanoes, such as Iliamna and Redoubt can be seen across the 
Cook Inlet. If the weather is cooperating and time allows, we can take a moment to enjoy the view at Anchor Point 
Beach for a short beach walk before checking into our hotel for the night.   (Overnight hotel accommodation in 
Homer)
 
DAY 3: homer
Get your hiking boots on!  The park is only accessible by boat or float plane and, except for a few very small coas-
tal communities, the entire peninsula is undeveloped. We start our day early this morning by boarding a water 
taxi to visit Kachemak Bay State Park for a hike up to Grace Ridge. The hike winds through old-growth spruce 
forests climbing up through quiet meadows and grasslands and up above the tree line affording us magnificent 
views of Kachemak Bay and the surrounding area. After returning in the late afternoon, the rest of the day is left 
free to enjoy Homer at your leisure. Have a drink at the famous Salty Dog Saloon in Homer Harbor, take a scroll 
along the beach in the late evening sun, or head into town to see what Homer nightlife has to offer. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Homer)

Day 4: homer
For those with bear viewing at the top of your list, this is your day! Your guide can arrange a bear flight where you 
will travel by bush plane to a remote area across Cook Inlet. The area around Katmai and Lake Clark National 
Parks have some of the highest concentrations of brown (grizzly) bears on Earth. You‘ll be accompanied by a 
bear guiding professional and a pilot. Clients often report seeing 25 to 40 brown bears per trip anywhere from 
15ft to 200 ft away. 
However, if seeing these magnificent beasts isn‘t your thing, additional hikes and optional activities are available. 
You can visit the Pratt Museum and Homer art galleries, rent a fat-tire bike for beach rides, go halibut and salmon 
fishing or go sea kayaking. There is also the option of a day trip to Gull Island Old Seldovia, the quaint fishing 
village across Kachemak Bay, or you can go birding & wildlife viewing right from town or the Homer Spit. There 
is quite a bit to do in this small town. Furthermore, Homer has some of the best restaurants in Alaska and the 
freshest seafood around!   (Overnight hotel accommodation in Homer)
 
DAY 5: seward
Today, we will depart for Seward after a nice breakfast. We will be returning through the majestic Kenai Mountains 
taking the time to visit the sights we didn‘t see on the way to Homer. After a short stop in Soldotna, we’ll continue 
east of Stirling City to Kenai National Wildlife Refuge. In the refuge, we will walk on the Vista Trail, a short 3 mile 
out and back hike to a fantastic view of the massive glacial Skilak Lake and the surrounding area. 
Next, after a short drive, we’ll hike to Russian River Falls, an easy stroll to where, depending on the season, 
thousands of sockeye salmon can be seen trying to conquer this major obstacle on their exhaustive journey 
upstream to spawn. The occasional brown or black bear can also be seen at this location feeding on salmon. 
Upon arrival in Seward, we‘ll drive out to the community of Lowell Point, where the road ends and the rainforest 
begins. With only 3 miles round trip and 40 meters elevation gain on a good trail, the coastal rainforest walk to 
Tosina Beach is a great place to view spawning silver salmon, bald eagles and the majestic temperate rainforest 
groves. It‘s the perfect wind down after a long day in the vehicle. After the walk, we‘ll check in to our conveniently 
located hotel near the Seward Harbor.   (Overnight hotel accommodation in Seward) 

DAY 6: seward
TToday is free to allow you to enjoy this wonderful area at your leisure. The Seward downtown and harbor area 
has a lot to offer by way of museums, shopping and restaurants. If you desire a bit more excitement on your Alas-
kan vacation, one of the most popular thing to do in Seward is a day trip to Kenai Fjords National Park by boat. 
This is Alaska‘s premier marine life viewing location where humpbacks, sea otters, Steller‘s sea lions, seals, orcas 
and 100‘s of bird species come to feed and breed each summer. Additionally, the trip gets up close to tidewater 
glaciers in Aialik Bay before returning to Seward in the afternoon. 
If human powered transportation is preferred, you can rent sea kayaks in town or your guide can organize a 
professionally guided kayak trip for any skill level to various places in Resurrection Bay and the surrounding area.

Today we’ll explore Kenai Fjords National Park on foot on the Harding Icefield Trail. The trail takes a direct route 
up the northern flank of Exit Glacier through spruces forests, alder groves, and subalpine grasslands to a rocky 
outcrop overlooking the birthplace of more than 30 of the park’s glaciers. The Harding Icefield blankets is an area 
of over 700 square miles and remains the central feature of the Kenai Fjords National Park. Black bears are often 
seen on the grassy highlands off the trail searching for berries, roots and plants, and the occasional snow patch 
lingers from the harsh and very long winters at this elevation. For those of you fascinated by glaciers and ice, 
this is a truly exceptional hike. We’ll arrive back in town in the late afternoon where one can further enjoy what 
this very walkable town has to offer on the last full day of the trip. (Overnight hotel accommodation in Seward)

DAY 8: seward - Anchorage
On our way back to Anchorage today, our first scheduled stop is the Alaska Wildlife Conservation Center. This 
non-profit organization is committed to the rehabilitating of endangered, orphaned or injured Alaskan wildlife. 
The Wood Bison, an animal once extinct in Alaska, has been reintroduced to the wild with money raised by this 
non-profit. With the likeness of a huge farm surrounded by mountains, the property offers some great photo 
potential in a relatively controlled environment. Grizzlies, Black bears, Wood Bison, Caribou, and Musk Oxen are 
just a few. Your trip ends when we arrive in Anchorage. We hope you enjoyed your trip!

day 4: haines
Choose today between a short walk and time to relax and enjoy the woods, beaches, and trails around Hai-
nes, or a side trip to Juneau. Juneau is a three-hour ride by boat through the stunning glaciers and moun-
tains of the Inside Passage, with frequent sightings of whales, sea lions, and otters. We’ll have some time 
to see Alaska’s capital city and the nearby Mendenhall Glacier before returning to Haines in the evening.

On a day trip we will head north on the newly completed highway to Tuktoyaktuk, an Inuvialuit 
hamlet on the arctic coast. This incredible road trip will make you travel through mountain 
ranges and alpine tundra and cross remote rivers to reach the end of this iconic gravel road.

We will soon be leaving the Yukon and cross over to northern British Columbia 
on this incredibly beautiful road that will bring us on some of the most isolated and wild 
landscapes Canada has to offer. Keep your eyes open and cameras ready today because the 
chances of seeing wildlife are enormous! After a stop at the magnificent Bear Glacier, we will 
reach the town of Stewart at the end of a long but unforgettable day.
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Stewart)

Day 5: stewart
Today we take a break from the highway and we spend the day exploring around the small 
charming town of Stewart. We will once again cross the boarder and visit Hyder Alaska, a town 
of less than a 100 people! Situated about three kilometres from Stewart, is it often described 
as the “friendliest ghost town in Alaska.” We will then head to another spectacular sight; Sal-
mon Glacier. The first views of the glacier, the largest in the world accessible by a roadway, 
presented themselves about 37 kilometres northeast of Stewart. Once back in town you can 
stroll the estuary boardwalk or view artifacts from the town’s rich mining history at the Stewart 
District Museum. Take the rest of the day to relax, stretch your legs and enjoy a good meal 
because despite its size, Stewart offers an abundance of restaurant choices! 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Stewart)

Day 6: stewart - Smithers
We are leaving Stewart this morning to head to the little Switzerland of the Canadian West; 
Smithers. We’ll visit the Ksan Indian Village with its totem poles and long houses, before con-
tinuing along the picturesque river reaches of the Skeena River. Just outside Smithers we’ve 
planned a stop at Moricetown Falls, a canyon where local First Nation people fish for salmon. 
Smithers is a small, rustic town that has been heavily influenced by Europeans, who have 
found the laid-back atmosphere and surrounding mountain ranges a nice contrast to the 
overcrowded cities of Europe.

Day 7: Smithers - prince george
Today’s destination is Prince George, the largest city and trading centre for the vast, and 
sparsely populated region of northern British Columbia. Our route takes us eastbound on the 
Yellowhead Highway through a sprawling landscape of lakes and rivers, full of beaver dams 
and surrounded by forests as far as the eye can see. The drive today should give you a sense 
of Canada’s enormity.

Day 8: Prince George - Jasper National Park
On today’s leg, we’ll visit the marvelous Moose Lake and Mount Robson. At over 3950 meters, 
Mt Robson is the tallest mountain in the Canadian Rockies, soaring with extraordinary vertical 
relief high above the Yellowhead Valley. We’re now entering the Canadian Rocky Mountains, 
home of Canada’s first, and most famous national parks.

We’ll cross over the Rockies via the famous 
Rogers Pass, the highest point of the entire Trans Canada Highway, and continue to the small 
city of Kelowna.

Day 12: Kelowna - Vancouver
Kelowna is located along the shores of Lake Okanagan, home of “Ogopogo.” The legend of 
Ogopogo comes from the local First Nations people who tell of a large animal living in the lake 
for generations. The lake is big enough that anything might yet be lurking undiscovered be-
neath the water. Perhaps challenging your notion of Canada, the sun-drenched region around 
Kelowna is home to countless award-winning vineyards and abundant orchards. We’ll depart 
for Vancouver on the scenic Coquihalla Highway. Vancouver, sometimes called the “Pearl of 
the Pacific” is one of the most beautifully situated cities in the world, framed by the Pacific 
Ocean on one side and the coastal mountains on the other, and home to vibrant arts and 
culture. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Vancouver)

Day 13: Vancouver
This day is free to explore the sights of Vancouver and the surrounding area. Challenge your 
senses on the famous Capilano Suspension Bridge; visit the wolves, bears and birds of prey 
on the top of Grouse Mountain; or stroll a forest trail in Stanley Park. Later you can explore 
the bustling Robson Street and Vancouver’s colourful Chinatown. Discover the hip and historic 
Gastown neighbourhood and let yourself be spoiled by the specialties of local restaurants. A 
visit to see the panoramic view from the Harbour Building is also worthwhile.

DAY 12: Tok - Valdez
The first part of today’s leg of the journey leads us along the Glenn Highway, passing countless rivers, lakes, 
glaciers, and finally the spectacular Wrangell-St. Elias National Park. From here we’ll take the Richardson 
Highway southbound to the small seaport of Valdez at the Pacific coast, crossing of the Coast Range via the 
Thompson Pass, where waterfalls thunder right next to the road. Valdez, known as “Little Switzerland” to 
locals, is surrounded by snowy mountains. It is also the end point of the world-famous Trans Alaska Pipeline, 
where enormous oil tankers come and go.

DAY 13: Valdez - Whittier - SEWARD
Today we’ll cross the Prince William Sound via ferry. Without a doubt this is a highlight, even by Alaskan 
standards. The ferry gives us breathtaking vistas of the Fjords and glaciers along the Pacific Coast, and with a 
bit of luck we’ll have the chance to spot otters, puffins, sea lions, and even whales. Once ashore we continue 
overland through the scenic Chugach mountain range, the glacier lakes and rivers to the coastal town of 
Seward. In this lively town, take the chance to treat yourself with Alaskan king crab at one of the numerous 
restaurants and go for a private lovely walk on the coast

DAY 14: SEWARD - ANCHORAGE
Seward is world-famous for the nearby Kenai Fjords National Park, which offers some of the best marine life 
viewing in the world. We highly recommend taking the optional motorboat tour into the park this morning. 
The rest of our day begins with a drive through the Kenai mountains and later along the Turnagain Arm to 
Anchorage. Keep an eye out for the beluga whales that hunt in the tidal waters along the way. Back in Alas-
kas biggest city we can enjoy a nice dinner together in the evening.You also can check out Lakes Hood and 
Spenard, where up to 800 floatplanes take off and land daily.

Alaska and Yukon Territory in an incredible two-week road trip. Our itinerary puts you on foot 
in the middle of it all, featuring visits to Denali National Park, the Coast Mountains, the far 
northern tundra, and the best of the coastal fjords in the company of an experienced guide 
and a small group. 

Trip Itinerary “Yukon & Alaska Explorer”

Day 1: Arrival Whitehorse
Welcome to Yukon Territory! Your tour guide will meet you at the airport and transfer you to your hotel. 
Here you’ll meet the rest of your group and go through a brief orientation. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Whitehorse)

DAY 2: Whitehorse - Skagway
After breakfast, we’ll have some tome to explore the Yukon’s capital, before beginning our trip with a drive 
south to the Alaskan town of Skagway. Our route takes us past the smallest desert in the world, the ext-
raordinary colours of Emerald Lake, to Carcross, a colourful little village at the north end of Bennett Lake. 
After a break to sip some local coffee and soak in the mountain views, we’ll continue over White Pass, and 
descend from the Coast Mountains to the Pacific coast and the town of Skagway, Alaska. 

A short drive from Skagway is the beginning of the Chilkoot Trail, the rugged gateway to the North for  
generations of indigenous traders and thousands of gold hungry prospectors. We’ll hike the first few (rela-
tively gentle) kilometers of the trail, before returning to Skagway for the night.

Departure Whitehorse
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DAY 3: Skagway – Haines Junction
Skagway became famous as the gateway to the Klondike during the famous gold rush of 1898, and its 
boomtown character has been carefully restored and maintained. The Chilkoot Trail - perhaps the most 
famous trail in the North--begins at Dyea, not far from town. We will have the morning in Skagway to    
explore the town and its many shorter trails before boarding the ferry to Haines, Alaska. 

From Haines, we will head over the Coast Mountains following the line of the Dalton Trail North. This was 
one of the few overland routes to the Klondike and an ancient trade route for coastal Tlingit peoples. At 
Dalton Cache we will cross international border yet again, en route to Haines Junction in Yukon Territory. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Haines Junction)

DAY 4: Haines Junction / Kluane Nationalpark
We’ll spend the entire day today hiking through Kluane National Park, which extends over 220,000 square 
kilometers of the northern Coast Mountains southwest of the Haines Junction. A full day hike on one of 
the many trails leading to Sheep Mountain offers views of eighty-kilometre long Kluane Lake and a peek 
into the enormous landscape that lies hidden beyond the front ranges. In the evening, we may have the 
option of hiring a charter for a flight over the largest non-polar ice fields in the world, which sprawl across 
the interior of this enormous national park. 
(Overnight accommodation in Haines Junction)

DAY 5: Haines Junction – Whitehorse
We’ll spend this morning hiking another of Kluane’s great trails: the Auriol Trail, which lies south of 
town. Late in the afternoon we’ll take the two-hour drive back Whitehorse, following the Alaska Highway 
eastbound.
(Overnight accommodation in Whitehorse)

DAY 6: Whitehorse – Dawson City
Today we head north to Dawson City. Before leaving town, though, we’ll visit the Beringia Centre, a muse-
um that gives an extraordinary insight into the prehistoric origins of the landscapes through which we will 
be travelling. Then it’s off on the Klondike Highway toward Dawson City. 

Our route follows the Yukon River for much of the distance, and we’ll frequently catch glimpses of this 
3200km long waterway, once the most important artery in the land. We’ll take a break at the Five Finger 
Rapids, before continuing on to the famous gold rush capital, with time to catch the can-can girls kicking 
up their skirts at Diamond Tooth Gertie’s Gambling Hall. 
(Overnight accommodation in Dawson City)

DAY 7: Dempster Highway
An early start this morning puts us two hours up the Dempster Highway, in the middle of the rugged 
Tombstone Mountains. This gravel highway is 730 kilometers long and is Canada’s only connection by 
road to the Arctic Ocean. Tombstone Territorial Park lies at the beginning of the vast arctic tundra, and 
is overshadowed by the dramatic syenite peaks that give the park its name. We will spend the day hiking 
here on ridges overlooking the expansive tundra, where great herds of caribou migrate hundreds of miles 
each year.
(Overnight accommodation in Dawson City.)

DAY 8: Dawson City
Dawson City, is a vibrant, fun-filled town that is loaded with history. We will spend an entire day here. A 
highlight is the drive into the Bonanza and Eldorado Creeks where you will have the option to visit an 
active gold mine. Later we’ll head up the Midnight Dome, the mountain overlooking Dawson and the sur-
rounding wilderness. There’s time today to stroll through this garish gold rush town, once the largest city 
west of Winnipeg and north of Seattle. Many of the original false-fronted still remain, and a wide variety of 
historic sites and exhibits are easily accessible on foot. 
(Overnight accommodation in Dawson City)

DAY 9: DAWSON CITY - GLENnALLEN
Today we’ll take the Top of the World Highway into Alaska. This gravel road follows ridges through the high 
tundra – one of the most beautiful and spectacular high roads of North America. We’ll pass through the 
quirky northern towns of Chicken and Action Wade Camp, before reaching the edge of Denali National 
Park. (Overnight accommodation in Glennallen)

DAY 10: GLENnALLEN – DENALI NATIONALPARK
Today we head west along the Denali Highway. This is one of the most remote roads in the State, built 
on glacial eskers across the huge glacial floodplain along the border of Denali National Park. There are 
many opportunities for short exploratory hikes.  Weather permitting, we will have time this evening for an 
optional one-hour scenic flight over Denali, which at 6193 meters is North America’s tallest peak. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in the vicinity of the park)

Day 11: Denali National park
Today we’ll take a National Park shuttle bus deep into one of the most scenic landscapes in North Ameri-
ca. In good weather the road offers spectacular views of Denali, and the chance to see wolves, Dall sheep, 
moose, caribou, and grizzly bears, as well as the many fox, coyotes and eagles. This classic Alaska: the 
great land at its very finest. 
(Overnight accommodation in the vicinity of the park)

DAY 12: Denali National park - Seward
Today we head south along the George Parks Highway through the Alaskan interior to Anchorage, where 
we join the Seward Highway and follow the spectacular Turnagain Arm. The inlet was named by Captain 
Cook after yet another unsuccessful attempt to find the Northwest Passage. Here, tides that are among the 
highest in the world attract beluga whales in great numbers. We will continuing along the Kenai Peninsula 
to the town of Seward.

DAY 13: Seward
This morning we’ll take a hike in the Seward area. Options here include the Iditarod Trail, the spectacular 
Coastal Trail (tide dependent), historic Fort McGilvary, and the salmon stream at Tonsina Beach, to name 
just a few. We may choose another hike further for the afternoon, or you may want to take advantage 
of one of the main attractions of the Seward area: the Kenai Fjords National Park. This optional six-hour 
marine life viewing cruise takes you through waters teeming with seals, sea lions, sea otters, as well as 
orca and humpback whales.

DAY 8: Dawson City

packed with festivals and events. We’ll end the day with a visit to Diamond Tooth Gertie’s Gambling Hall, 
where can-can dancers kick up their skirts like its 1898.

DAY 9: DEMPSTER HIGHWAY
An early start this morning puts us two hours up the Dempster Highway, in the middle of the rugged 
Tombstone Mountains. The highway itself is 730 kilometres long and is Canada’s only connection by 
road to the Arctic coast. Tombstone Territorial Park lies at the beginning of the vast arctic tundra, and is 
overshadowed by the dramatic syenite peaks that give the park its name. This is ideal country for hiking, 
and we will spend the day exploring the ridges overlooking the expansive tundra where great herds of 
caribou migrate hundreds of miles each year. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Dawson City)

DAY 10: DAWSON CITY  –  WHITEHORSE
On our journey to the territorial capital of Whitehorse follows the Yukon River for much of way. We’ll take 
a break at the Five Finger Rapids for a walk down to the riverside and a lunch by the churning water. On 
our way into Whitehorse we will stop at the Beringia Centre to explore the prehistoric ice landscape that 
created the features we’ve just witnessed. You will have the evening free to enjoy Whitehorse’s distinct 
character. The “Wilderness City” offers everything from Vaudeville shows, theatre, and live music to quiet 
walks on forest trails.

Day 11: WHITEHORSE  – HAINES JUNCTION
After a short drive this morning we’ll arrive at Haines Junction, in the shadow of the Kluane Ranges. We’ll 
pay a visit to the Da Ku Cultural Centre to orient ourselves to the landscape and the history and continuing 
culture of the area’s indigenous peoples. Once we’ve settled into our hotel and had a quick lunch, we’ll head 
out to trek the Auriol Trail in Kluane National Park. This four-hour hike is an excellent introduction to the 
park, climbing through mixed boreal forest surrounded by mountain vistas. 
(Overnight hotel accommodation in Haines Junction)

DAY 12: HAINES JUNCTION / KLUANE NATIONA LPARK
We’ll spend this entire day hiking through Kluane National Park. A full day hike on one of the many trails 
leading to Sheep Mountain offers views of eighty-kilometre long Kluane Lake and a peek into the enormous 
peaks that lie hidden beyond the front ranges. In the evening, we have the option of hiring a charter for a 
flight over the largest non-polar ice fields in the world, which sprawl across the interior of this enormous 
national park.

DAY 13: HAINES JUNCTION – SKAGWAY
Today we will take the scenic highway southward over the Chilkat Pass to Haines, Alaska. In Haines, we’ll 
catch the ferry through the towering glaciers along the Lynn Fjord to Skagway, gateway to the famous gold 
rush. You’ll have the evening and afternoon free to explore this historic town. Hike to Yakutania Point, do 
some shopping, or just grab a coffee and watch the otters play in the river.

DAY 14: SKAGWAY – WHITEHORSE
After breakfast we’ll head back to Yukon via the South Klondike Highway and we will hike the first stretch of 
the historical Chilkoot Trail. After passing through White Pass and crossing the border at Fraser, we will stop 
to explore Montana Mountain just outside of Carcross, which offers views of sprawling, mountainous Lake 
Nares and Lake Bennett. In the village of Carcross, we can visit the Tlingit Facades and visit the  Carcross 
Desert, where a geographic anomaly makes this the unlikely home of the smallest desert in the world.

You have the day free to rest, do any last-minute shopping, or explore a bit more of Whitehorse. Ruby Range 
will provide a transfer to the airport or to a connecting program.

Week-long Hiking Tour in Kluane National Park

Kluane National Park is the fourth largest National Park in Canada, and holds a big part of the 
largest non-polar icefields in the world. Partly because of this, it’s also one of the grandest 
protected areas in Canada, and offers a host of unforgettable hikes. In the Coast and St. Elias 
mountains you can expect an abundance of alpine flora and fauna and panoramic glaciers. 
Trails offer the chance of seeing Dall’s sheep and grizzlies, with endless possibilities on- and 
off-trail for adventurous hikers.
The trip departs from Whitehorse, but is based out of Haines Junction, right on the doorstep of 
the park. From our hotel accommodation, we’ll take daily hikes of between three and ten hours, 
with difficulty variable depending on the abilities and interests of the group. 
We offer a variety of our favourite hikes in this one-week tour. The description below is just one 
option, tailored to more advanced hikers. 

Itinerary  (example)

1. Day: Arrival in Whitehorse. Your tour guide will meet you at the airport and transfer you to your hotel, 
where you will meet your fellow travellers. Your guide will run the group through a brief orientation

2. Day: After a brief tour through Whitehorse we’ll head toward Haines Junction. Along the way we’ll visit a 
local musher and tour the Yukon Wildlife Preserve. As we near Haines Junction, we’ll also visit “Long Ago 
People’s Place,” a First Nation settlement where a short tour introduces us to the culture and history of the 
region’s historic and contemporary indigenous people. 

3. Day: : We’ll start the day with a visit to the Visitor Information Center in Haines Junction, a great place 
orient ourselves to the great National Park through its many displays and videos. In the afternoon we’ll take 
our first short hike along the Dezadeash river.

4. Day: The Auriol trail is our destination today and our first hike in Kluane Park itself, taking us up into the 
edge of the alpine. (400m elevation gain, 4-6 hours) 

5. Day: Today we’ll drive west of town in the direction of Kluane Lake. From here we’ll hike up Sheep Creek 
Trail. (430m elevation gain, 3-6 hours) 

6. Day: The high point of our tour today: King’s Throne can bring us up as high as 1990m, with a grand view 
of Kluane National Park. (548-1442m elevation gain, 4-10 hours)

7. Day: There’s an opportunity this afternoon for a sightseeing flight over the whole of Kluane National Park, 
including Canada’s highest summit, Mount Logan. Afterward, we’ll drive back to Whitehorse, where we can 
visit Miles Canyon for an evening hike. 

8. Day: After a final morning hike on the Millenium Trail along the Yukon River, your guide will provide a 
transfer to the airport, or to your connecting program

This tour is offered with expert guidance for groups of 4 or more participants. 

We recommend appropriate hiking equipment for this tour, including supportive hiking shoes or boots, a 
light day pack, hiking poles, rain gear, and warm layers.

arctic summer - Dempster highway & Arctic Ocean 

Arctic Summer Tour - From Whitehorse to the Arctic Ocean

This tour has it all. From Whitehorse, capital of the Yukon, we’re heading north to Dawson City 
along the Klondike Highway. This was the epicentre of the “last great gold rush” of 1898, and 
the frontier flair and colourful architecture lives on in the tiny but bustling little town of Dawson.
  
From the gold fields the Dempster Highway takes us still further north. The Dempster is the 
only year-round highway linking Canada to the far North, crossing the Arctic Circle and ending 
not far from the Arctic Ocean. The landscapes seen along this 750km stretch of gravel road 
are truly breathtaking, varying from the jagged Tombstone Range to the endless Richardson 
Mountains to the broad open tundra, growing more open and barren as we near Inuvik. Inuvik, 
a small town on the broad Mackenzie Delta, is just a stone’s throw from the Arctic Ocean, and 
offers us the chance to try dog sledding (even in the summer!). An all-season highway was 
completed in November, 2017, making it possible for us to now travel overland from Inuvik all 
the way to the ocean. In Tuktoyaktuk, an Inuvialuit settlement on the arctic coast. We’ll spend 
a day on the road to Tuk, getting to know some of the local Inuvialuit residents, who can teach 
us much about life in this extreme northern environment. 

Finally, a flight from Inuvik brings us back over the vast landscapes of Yukon and the Northwest 
Territories to Whitehorse.

1 Day: Welcome to Canada‘s Yukon! Your tour guide will meet you at the airport and transfer you to your 
hotel, where you will meet your fellow travellers.

2. Day: Our tour of the city of Whitehorse includes a visit to the SS Klondike National Historic Site and the 
Yukon Wildlife Preserve to admire the animals of the far North close up.

4. day: In 1900, Dawson City had 50,000 residents, making it the largest city west of Winnipeg and north 
of San Francisco. Our tour of this historic boomtown brings the last great gold rush up close. We’ll visit the 
cabins of authors Jack London and Robert Service, pan for gold ourselves on a visit to a still-active gold 
mine, and pass the evening at the local casino, where can-can dancers still kick up their skirts like it’s 1898.

America. We’ll pass through the jagged Tombstone mountains, set in the vast and impressive scale of the 
Ogilvie Mountains, taking our time to stop for photos and to enjoy the pristine wilderness.

In Tuk we’ll take a tour with the 
indigenous residents, and are invited to share a meal with a local family.

Arctic Road Trip: The Ice Road to the Arctic Ocean in Winter

A dream in white: our Arctic Road Trip takes you from Whitehorse, capital of the Yukon, to 
Tuktoyaktuk on the Arctic Ocean during the thrilling season of winter. We head first to Dawson 
City, the gold rush capital, where we catch a bit of the gold fever ourselves by touring the histo-
ric town and visiting its dance halls and restaurants. From here we head north on the famous 
Dempster Highway through the Tombstone Mountains, which are some of the newest and 
rawest peaks in North America. Almost entirely alone as we travel this remote winter road, we’ll 
reach Eagle Plains and spend the night in a warm hotel, before crossing the Arctic Circle early 
the next day, where a little celebration is planned. Leaving the Ogilvie Mountains behind us we 
pass over immense arctic tundra before climbing up and over the Richardson Mountains and 
into the Northwest Territories and our first hint of the Arctic Ocean. We’ll cross two ice bridges 
before reaching Inuvik, a modern town on the edge of the Mackenzie River Delta. 

From Inuvik we’ll take a side trip on the strange and fascinating ice road to the old arctic 
town Aklavik, across the Delta. Finally, we’ll head north on the newly completed highway to 
Tuktoyaktuk, an Inuvialuit hamlet on the arctic coast. Here we’ll join a local family for a few 
traditional snacks and stories of life in the far North. Back in Inuvik, we also have the option of 
an unforgettable dog sled tour.

Day 1: Arrival in whitehorse
Welcome to Yukon. Your guide will meet you at the airport and bring you to your downtown hotel, where 
we’ll have a short pre-trip meeting.  (Overnight accomodation in Whitehorse).

day 2: whitehorse
With just over 27,000 friendly and adventurous residents, Whitehorse has the feel of a small town in the 
middle of a vast wilderness. In the morning, we’ll take a tour of the city, including a visit to the SS Klondike 
National Historic Site. A short drive beyond city limits is the Yukon Wildlife Preserve, where we can see the 
North’s most photogenic species, including moose, bison, and arctic foxes, up close. The Preserve is also 
a piece of pristine habitat with pleasant trails to explore. At the nearby Takhini Hot Pools, we can soak 
outside in natural hot springs, and with some luck, catch our first view of the northern lights.

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day 3: whitehorse - dawson city
A six-hour drive along the North Klondike highway this morning takes us to Dawson City, the famous 
boomtown at the centre of the Klondike Gold Rush. Dawson was the final destination of the more than 
100,000 stampeders who made the journey in the spring of 1898. We’ll be following their route for much 
of the way, with sweeping views of the Yukon River.  
(Overnight accomodation in Dawson City).

day 4: dawson city
Now a National Historic site, Dawson’s frontier character has been preserved, and in the quiet winter 
months it is a photographer’s heaven. We’ll get a sampling of the town’s many stories and legends with a 
city tour in the morning, then drive out to Bonanza Creek, epicenter of the first great gold rush in 1896. 
Before sundown, we’ll have time for a drive up the Midnight Dome, which overlooks the town, for a view 
stretching out to the famous gold fields, the frozen Yukon River, and into the distant Ogilvie Mountains.  
(Overnight accomodation in Dawson).

day 5: dawson city - eagle plains
From Dawson, it’s more than 400 kilometres north to Eagle Plains, without so much as a service station 
to interrupt these rugged subarctic mountains. The Dempster Highway follows traditional trails of Han and 
Gwich’in hunters and trappers through the Ogilvie Mountains. Tombstone Territorial Park, which straddles 
the road, contains spectacular jagged peaks that make for stunning landscapes. The park also marks the 
transition into arctic tundra and the range of the Porcupine caribou herd. We’ll spend the evening at Eagle 
Plains, a modern outpost on the edge of the Arctic Circle that is the only hotel for 300 kilometres in any 
direction, and an extraordinary location to view the Northern Lights. 
(Overnight accomodation in Eagle Plains).

day 6: eagle plains - inuvik 
Early in the day we’ll cross the Arctic Circle, with a pause for a short celebration. We have one more 
mountain range, the Richardson Mountains, to cross before descending to arctic coastal tundra and 
the indigenous communities of Fort McPherson, Tsiigehtchic (scenes of the epic story of the Northwest 
Mounted Police and the “Lost Patrol”) before reaching our final destination for the day at Inuvik. Inuvik is 
the hub of the western arctic and home of the Inuvialuit, in whose language the name means “Place of 
People.” We’ll make this our base as we explore the arctic coast. 
(Overnight accomodation in Inuvik).

day 7: inuvik and aklavik
During the winter, an ice road connects Inuvik with Aklavik, across the twisting channels and muskrat 
push- ups of the Mackenzie Delta. We’ll drive this winter road of hard blue ice and explore the old town, 
where a few die-hard residents have stubbornly held on, even after administration was moved to Inuvik. 
For a taste of traditional winter travel, we’ll also take a tour by dogsled along snowy trails (optional). 
(Overnight accomodation in Inuvik).

day 8: inuvik - tuktoyaktuk, arctic ocean 
It’s a full day today as we head north on the newly completed road to Tuktoyaktuk, an isolated coastal 
village. We’ll have a tour of the town and have a look at the pingos rising up from the tundra. After that 
we’ve been invited to muktuk and mipku with an Inuvialuit family. Don’t know what a pingo or muktuk is? 
You’ll find out today. 
(Overnight accomodation in Inuvik).

day 9: inuvik - whitehorse
There’s just enough time to pay a visit to the Igloo Church this morning before we board the plane back 
to Whitehorse. Once in Whitehorse, we have the afternoon free for shopping, resting, and exploring the 
town a little further.

Day 1: Arrival Fort St. John 
Welcome to Fort St. John! Originally established in 1794 as a trading post, Fort St. John is the oldest European-
established settlement in present-day British Columbia. Your guide will meet you at the airport and bring you to 
your hotel. We will go through a brief orientation and answer all the questions you might have about the trip. Then 
there will be time for a nice dinner in town and a good night of sleep before the start of the adventure.
